6. Errores Comunes al Formar Oraciones

1. Oraciones Positivas (Positive Sentences)

Las oraciones positivas o afirmativas son las que expresan un hecho o una afirmacion.

Estructura Basica
La estructura basica de una oracién positiva en inglés es:

Sujeto + Verbo + (Objeto/Complemento)

e Sujeto: La persona o cosa que realiza la accion.
e Verbo: La accién que realiza el sujeto.

¢ Objeto/Complemento: Informacion adicional sobre la accidn o el sujeto.

2. Oraciones Negativas (Negative Sentences)

Las oraciones negativas expresan la negacién de un hecho o accién.

Uso de "Not" con Verbos Auxiliares
Para formar oraciones negativas, generalmente afiadimos la palabra "not" después de un verbo auxiliar. Los verbos
auxiliares mas comunes son:

e To be: am, is, are, was, were

e To do: do, does, did

e To have: have, has, had

¢ Verbos Modales: can, could, will, would, should, might, must

Modales | base)

Contracciones

Es comun usar contracciones en inglés hablado y en la escritura informal para combinar el verbo auxiliar y "not".

Contraccion Forma Completa Ejemplo en Inglés Traduccion al Espaiiol
isn't | is not She isn't here. Ella no esta aqui.
aren't | are not They aren't ready. Ellos no estan listos.
don't | do not I don't understand. Yo no entiendo.
doesn't | does not He doesn't like coffee. A él no le gusta el café.
didn't | did not We didn't go out. Nosotros no salimos.
won't | will not It won't rain. No llovera.
haven't | have not I haven't finished yet. Todavia no he terminado.
hasn't | has not She hasn't called. Ella no ha llamado.
can't | cannot I can't swim. Yo no sé nadar.

Palabras Negativas
Algunas palabras ya tienen un significado negativo y se utilizan para formar oraciones negativas sin necesidad de
Ilnotll.

e never: nunca
e no: no (como determinante o pronombre)
¢ nobody/no one: nadie
¢ nothing: nada
e nowhere: en ningln lugar
Ejemplo en Inglés Traduccién al Espaiiol
I never go to bed late. | Yo nunca me acuesto tarde.
There is no milk in the fridge. | No hay leche en la nevera.
Nobody called. | Nadie llamo.
I have nothing to do. | No tengo nada que hacer.
He went nowhere last weekend. | El no fue a ningun lugar el fin de semana pasado.

Importante: Generalmente, no se utilizan dos palabras negativas en la misma cldusula en inglés (esto se conoce
como doble negacién y suele considerarse incorrecto).

e Incorrecto: I don't know nothing.

e Correcto: I don't know anything. / I know nothing.



3. Oraciones Interrogativas (Interrogative Sentences)

Las oraciones interrogativas se utilizan para hacer preguntas.
Preguntas de Si/No (Yes/No Questions)

Estas preguntas se responden con "Yes" o "No". Se forman invirtiendo el orden del sujeto y el verbo auxiliar.

Tiempo Verbal Estructura de la Pregunta Ejemplo en Inglés Traduccion al Espaiiol
Presente Simple | Do/Does + Sujeto + Verbo (forma Do you like pizza? ¢;Te gusta la pizza?
base)?
Presente Continuo | Am/Is/Are + Sujeto + Verbo-ing? Is she working? ¢ Esta ella trabajando?
Pasado Simple | Did + Sujeto + Verbo (forma base)? Did they arrive early? ¢Llegaron ellos
temprano?
Futuro Simple | Will + Sujeto + Verbo (forma base)? Will you come? ¢Vendras ta?
Presente Perfecto | Have/Has + Sujeto + Participio Have you seen this ¢Has visto esta pelicula?
Pasado? movie?
Con "To Be" | Am/Is/Are + Sujeto + Complemento? | Are you tired? ¢Estas cansado/a?
Con Verbos | Modal + Sujeto + Verbo (forma Can you help me? ¢;Puedes ayudarme?

Modales | base)?

Preguntas con Palabras Interrogativas (Wh- Questions)
Estas preguntas utilizan palabras interrogativas (what, who, where, when, why, how, which) para obtener informacién
especifica. La estructura general es:

Palabra Interrogativa + Verbo Auxiliar + Sujeto + Verbo (forma base/ing/participio pasado) + ...?

Palabra Interrogativa Ejemplo en Inglés Traduccidn al Espaiiol
What A What are you doing? ;Qué estas haciendo?
Who | Who is that man? ;Quién es ese hombre?
Where | Where do you live? ;Donde vives?
When | When did they arrive? ¢Cuando llegaron ellos?
Why | Why are you learning English? ¢Por qué estas aprendiendo inglés?
How | How are you? ;Como estas?
Which | Which color do you prefer? ¢;Qué color prefieres?

Nota: Cuando la palabra interrogativa es el sujeto de la oracién ("who" o "what"), la estructura es ligeramente
diferente:

e Who + Verbo (tercera persona singular) + ...?
o Who called? (¢Quién llamé?)
e What + Verbo (tercera persona singular) + ...?

o What happened? (¢Qué pasd?)

5. Tips para Formar Oraciones Correctamente

¢ Identifica el sujeto y el verbo principal: Estos son los elementos esenciales de cualquier oracion.

Ejemplo
She likes coffee.
They are not playing.

Do you speak Spanish?

Where did you go
yesterday?

Determina el tiempo verbal: Elige el tiempo verbal adecuado seglin el momento en que ocurre la accion.

e Utiliza los auxiliares correctamente: Asegurate de usar los auxiliares apropiados para cada tiempo verbal
y para formar negaciones e interrogaciones.

¢ Recuerda el orden de las palabras: El orden de las palabras es crucial en inglés para transmitir el
significado correcto.

¢ Presta atencién a la concordancia sujeto-verbo: El verbo debe concordar en nimero (singular o plural)

con el sujeto.

6. Errores Comunes al Formar Oraciones

e Olvidar el verbo auxiliar en negaciones e interrogaciones:

o Incorrecto: She not like ice cream. / You go to the party?

o Correcto: She does not like ice cream. / Did you go to the party?

¢ No usar la forma base del verbo después de los auxiliares "do", "does" y "did™:

o Incorrecto: Do you likes pizza? / He didn't went home.

o Correcto: Do you like pizza? / He didn't go home.

¢ Invertir incorrectamente el orden de las palabras en preguntas Wh-:

o Incorrecto: Where you live?

o Correcto: Where do you live?

¢ Usar doble negaciéon (generalmente incorrecto):

o Incorrecto: I don't know nothing.

o Correcto: I don't know anything. / I know nothing.

¢ No concordar el sujeto y el verbo:

o Incorrecto: They is happy.

o Correcto: They are happy.
