and - y

also - también

as well as - ademds de
in addition - ademds
furthermore - ademds

moreover - ademds

Para mostrar contraste:

but - pero

however - sin embargo

although / though / even though - aunque
despite / in spite of - o pesar de

on the other hand - por otro lado

whereas - mientras que

Para expresar causa y efecto:

because - porque

since / as - ya que



therefore - por o tanto
SO - asi que
consequently - consecuentemente

as a result - como resultado

Para dar ejemplos:

for example - por ejemplo
for instance - por ejemplo
such as - como

like - como

Para secuenciar ideas:

first / firstly - primero / primeramente
second / secondly - segundo / segundamente
then - entonces

after that - después de eso

finally - inalmente
