Gramatica B2: Verbos Frasales
Comunes

Los verbos frasales son combinaciones de un verbo principal con una o dos
particulas (preposiciones o adverbios). La combinacién crea un nuevo significado
que a menudo es diferente del significado del verbo original. Son muy comunes
en el inglés hablado y escrito informal.

¢Coémo Funcionan los Verbos Frasales?

La particula (o particulas) de un verbo frasal cambia o afade al significado
del verbo base. Es importante aprender el significado de la combinacion
completa, no solo de las palabras individuales.

Tipos de Verbos Frasales (Segun su
Separabilidad)

Algunos verbos frasales son separables, lo que significa que el objeto puede
ir entre el verbo y la particula. Otros son inseparables, y el objeto siempre
debe ir después de la particula.

Separables: El objeto puede ir en medio (verbo + objeto + particula) o al final
(verbo + particula + objeto). Ejemplo: turn on the light o turn the light on.

Inseparables: El objeto siempre va después de la particula. Ejemplo: look
after the children (no se dice *look the children after®).
